It is
very unlikely that we would exceed the cap but for whatever reason there are nuances
with the NYS to review our budget and for some reason they would find some
discrepancy we would be ahead of the curve, so he recommends as new and business and
final resolution tonight that we vote to exceed the tax cap in the event that it occurs,
Trustee Rosner made the motion, Trustee Guttman seconded. .
