o Joel Loeb expressed that he enjoys living peaceful and humble. He strongly condemns the takeover 

of communities by a block vote.  He wants to live in peace with his neighbors. 

o John Hickey applauded Mr. Loeb’s comments.  He is hopeful that residents will start to clean up 

their garbage.
