o Chairperson Douglas opened the floor to discussion about the 815 Route 208 project. 

o Jay Mryow, Esq. explained the request to do a balloon test. Protocol has been submitted and 

asked for permission from the board. Expressed interest to get the test done as soon as possible.  

o Mike Weeks offered the reason for the balloon test was to provide verification of the renderings 

and that they were consistent with the actual building.

Repeated his concerns about the 

proposed building height being out of character with the rest of buildings in the area.

o Johanna Kiernan asked in what zone the 815 Route 208 project is located, if the property is in the 

scenic viewshed or scenic overlay.  The property is  located in the RC1 district within the scenic
